Dr. Cecilia Louise Fleming (1862-1899), born enslaved on her family's farm in

Hibernia (Fleming Island), lived in St. Johns County and began her career as a public-
school teacher at School House No. 1, a Freedmen’s Bureau school, eventually
earning the title of "First Assistant." She became valedictorian of Shaw University in
1885 and later earned her medical degree in 1894 from the Women's Medical College
of Pennsylvania, becoming one of its first African American graduates. Known for her
dedication to education and medicine, Dr. Fleming also made history as a missionary
to Africa, serving as a preacher, teacher, and doctor.
